Description

Editor Module
Overview

· Editor allows user to navigate the XML tree, adding or deleting nodes, and to change and edit the file and save back to the server 

· An editor never edits the ‘live’ data. Edited data is saved into an edit environment that becomes live only at ‘Administrator’ execution

· Password access essential to manage roles

· All changes are marked with an <idea> element

Relationship to other Modules

Required Web Page
· Simple XML Editor using XML Spy Browser plug in or equivalent browser plugin 
· Ability to open an xml file – can be into a single page tha user browses through to find the right section to edit, or if possible, user can select the section from a contents pane in the side

· Ability to edit an xml file. Each time user changes text – an <idea> tag must be added around the changed text which indicates that the text has been changed.  

· Text that is deleted is not deleted remains visible but is marked as “Textremoved” and retained in the file. What is added is the tag.

· Text that is added is shown as “textadded” 
· It would be good to have a page refresh option.  When the page is refreshed all text within a <textadded> tag is shown as underline font and all text within a “text deleted” tag is shown with strikethough font.

· Ability to save an xml file. The changed file is saved as a new XMLfile, preserving the original file.  The original file may not be overwritten. Prefer that user may only save their file into a subfolder called “Ideas”.
