
Email server installation Project





The goal of this project is to setup a Mailserver and an Ajax webmail on one (or more) of our dedicated servers. This installation will serve several thousands of domain name with one or more mailbox per domain name. Each domain name administrator should be able to add (based on quotas) and manage the mailboxes for his domain name. Each user should be able to manage his mailbox preference (SPAM, absence notifications, etc...)

The primary steps of the project will consist of choosing a mailserver achitecture and an Ajax webmail. This choice should be documented with some comparison informations.
We cannot pay for an excessive license price. Opensource solutions will be prefered, but we can pay for a license if it doesn't exeed a few hundreds of dollars for a better solution.
Global solutions like Zimbra, @Mail, OBM, or any other, can be suggested, but it can be based on separate software.
The basic features needed for the user interface are the Webmail and address book. Other features (calendar, tasks, etc...) are optionnal.
Our most important concern is the simplicity.

All domain names will depend on a few differents main websites (Saas websites), and the webmail and admin interface should be branded (or co-branded) with those main websites logo, and possibly with the domain administrator logo (domain-level branding).

The operating system for the dedicated server can be Linux Ubuntu (or maybe vmware ?), with RAID 1 HD (software or hardware raid).
The architecture should be scalable, and redondant (failover). We should be able to recover from a Server failure quickly, ideally using automatic failover, with no single point of failure.

Ideally, user accounts should be stored in a shared database.
If is isn't possible, an API for creating accounts should be available. We also should be able to disable and reactivate an account or a domain name from an API call.


The full installation process should be provided.
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
